The Catholic Adult Formation Program is designed to foster personal faith growth and leadership development for practicing Catholics.  It is open to all who want to learn about and understand the Catholic Church’s teachings.  The classes provide the opportunity to study and reflect on your faith on a Catholic community setting.  

The courses are offered weekly in the fall and spring and are eight weeks in length.  This year we are offering sites that meet during the day, in the late afternoon and evening at several parishes in the diocese.  

The courses are part of the Diocese of Austin catechist and Catholic school teacher certification requirements.  Participants may attend one or commit to the entire four-year program.  A suggested donation of $40 helps defray the cost of the presenter’s stipend and mileage and class resources.  Textbooks are available for sale and cost $8.

PROGRAM SCHEDULE
YEAR ONE
Fall: Introduction to the Old Testament

This course will focus on the people of Israel, their creation as the chosen people of God to the time of the Roman occupation of their land.  The faith journey of the Israelites will serve as a model for an examination of our own journey as the people of the New Israel.

Spring: Introduction to the New Testament

This course will focus on the people of the early Church, from their call to discipleship to the formation of an active church.  The faith journey of Jesus’ disciples will serve as a model for an examination of our own faith journey as Disciples of Christ.

YEAR TWO
Fall : The Sacraments: Experiencing God’s Presence

Underlying this course is the vision that all life is sacramental, that a man or woman of faith sees and hears the handiwork and marvels of God where others prefer to see only routine and repetition.

Spring: The Church: Journeying in Community

This course seeks to clarify the experience of Church by examining the four basic and fundamental dimensions of the mission of Church: koinonia - ministries which build the community; kerygma - ministries of the Word; liturgia - liturgical ministries; diakonia - ministries in service to the world.

YEAR THREE
Fall: Liturgy and Prayer

When we celebrate the Liturgical year, we participate in the mystery by which we are redeemed.  When we celebrate the feast and seasons of the liturgical year, we recall the past, summon the future, and experience in the present the all that is implied in the paschal mystery of Christ.  By participating in the liturgy we not only participate in Christ’s mysteries in our lives but manifest to the world God’s saving work which becomes our work.
